A  Prepare your work area by cleaning all work surfaces with ethanol.


B  Flame an inoculating loop for 30 seconds. Allow the loop to cool.
C  Flame the neck of the bottle. Take a loopful of culture. Replace lid immediately.


D  Raise the lid of the agar plate and inoculate the centre of the plate. Replace lid and put the loop in disinfectant immediately.
E  Take a sterile swab and spread the culture so that it covers the whole plate evenly. Replace the lid immediately and place the swab in disinfectant.


F  Use a dropper to place one drop of antibacterial solution on a paper disc (or use an antibiotic disc if you have one).
G  Use sterile forceps to place the disc on the inoculated agar. Replace lid immediately. Place the forceps in disinfectant.


H  Secure the lid with tape or biohazard tape. Label the plate with the type of organism, solution used and its concentration, the date and your name.
The dishes and discs will be left in a warm place for you to look at in a few days.
