

Make up your own concept cartoon

The aim 

To identify the most difficult ideas in the topic and to make a concept cartoon on one of these

Activity

1. Go through the chapter of the book, your notes and any other sources of information on this topic. Make a list of the most difficult ideas to understand. 

2. For each of these difficult ideas identify exactly what other students, your parents or anyone might find difficult to understand. In particular, write down common misconceptions that someone might have.

A concept cartoon is a series of comments made by students, some correct and others incorrect. The idea is to provoke discussion to identify which are correct, incorrect or even partially correct. 

Here is an example of a cartoon concept on a different topic.
