1. For each of your three organisms, write down how one or more of their senses are better than ours. You can use information you already know, books and/or websites to find out about these senses.
2. Write down how each of these amazing senses enables the three organisms to survive.

Write a short story involving your three organisms.
3. First write a character profile, describing what the character is called, what they are like and what they can do.

4. Produce an outline or plan of the story giving details of what happens to the characters. Make sure that their amazing senses are involved in the plan.
