Adjustments to current ‘Main activity’ description:

Delete the following ‘Stress the importance of working safely, of students not spilling chemicals on themselves, of informing the teacher of spillages, washing hands after the experiment etc. Use eye protection, and state the hazard warnings of the acid molarities used.’

Add the following at the end of the description of the practical task: 

‘Before starting the practical, ask the students to think about the following questions ‘What are the hazards?’ ‘How can you control the risks of these hazards to yourselves and other students?’  For each hazard identified, ask students to suggest the appropriate control measure to reduce the risk of harm.  They should write their suggestions on a white board and hold it up.  Take feedback and encourage students to peer assess the control measures suggested. 

See existing description:

‘Students are given cards to sort (resource 7E.b.3) They have to match each hazard symbol to the correct description.  Go through the answers and give an example of a chemical that presents each hazard.

Adjustments to current ‘Main activity’ description:

Add the following to the main activity description:

‘Prior to students completing extraction of salt activity, show students the risk assessment form.  Model to students how to complete the form, using an example of a hazard from the extracting salt practical activity.  During the practical activity, students (in groups) complete a risk assessment for the extracting salt procedure. Explain to students that their risk assessments can be used for future Y7 students to follow. 

Replace existing plenary with:

‘Groups share their risk assessments with the class.  They should identify the hazards and explain how they controlled the risk of each hazard to themselves and other students.  Risk assessments could be shown using flexicam/TV.  Students to peer assess and suggest improvements to risk assessment responses.
