

Human reproduction memory game

Aim

To learn the key words covered so far in the topic

Activity

1. First spend some time learning what the key words do. 

2. Then cut out the cards and put all of the cards out facing down.  

3. Take it in turns to remove pairs of cards.  

4. If you remove a part of the reproductive system and what it does, then keep the cards. If you do not, replace the cards in the same place and try to remember which ones you have looked at. 

5. The person with the most pairs of cards wins. 

Notice that the key words are on smaller cards, so pick up one small and one large card each time.

This is where the male places the penis and is where the baby comes out

This is the base of the uterus. The sperm have to swim through here.

This is where the egg passes to the uterus. If the egg is fertilised then this is where it happens

These make the eggs and are inside the body on each side of the uterus
