

A poem about blood

Aim

To understand the meaning of the key words 

To use metaphors, similes, and personification in a poem

Task

1. On a piece of A4 or A3 paper write down all the key words associated with blood that you can think of. Use a black pen for this. Spread the words across the paper leaving plenty of space between each one. 
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heart

red

sticky

rhythmic

noisy

warm

knocking



2. For each word think of as many adjectives (describing words) as you can. Write these next to the key words in blue and link them to the key words with a line.


3. In a green pen write down words which have the same initial sound as the key word e.g. shiny sugars, bustling blood. This is called alliteration. Sometimes these similar sounds can be found in the middle of words. Link these words to the key words with a line.

4. In red pen, write down metaphors, similes or personification and again link these to the key words with a line.

A metaphor is something described as being something else e.g. blood is a motorway carrying people from one place to the next.

A simile is something described as being like or as something else e.g. arteries are like hosepipes.

Personification is where something that is not a person takes on the qualities of a person. Here you could give the blood cells or heart human qualities, like being able to talk. This is an opportunity to be really creative or funny or both!

Using your spider diagram, write a poem about blood and circulation. Think about whether your poem will rhyme. Is your poem to inform or entertain or both? What kind of rhythm will your poem have? It may be that you want to write a limerick.
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
